The motion passed with all in favor. 
 
Manager Hensley gave an update on the 210th Ravine Project.  Don Kanten made a motion to have 
Hensley work with the landowners and Attorney to work out the details before the next board meeting.  
Manager Mostad seconded it.  The motion passed with all in favor. 
 
The Executive Directors were asked to sign the signature cards after the board meeting. 
 
Manager Hensley had concerns about employee travel and liability issues.  Hensley also expressed 
concerns over an email the president sent in regards to a personnel issue.       
 
Manager Schmidt thanked Manager Kanten for his many years of service.  Kanten’s retirement supper 
is scheduled for October 3rd at the Nelson Supper Club.
